Sexual violence prevention and education requires a holistic approach. Camosun’s educational approach
looks to develop a comprehensive strategy composed of educational components that equip students,
faculty and staff with the awareness, knowledge and skills required to make social change at Camosun
and beyond. The end goal is anvironment where sexual violence is not tolerated and a culture of
consent and respect is expected and demonstrated by all members of the College community.

In-line with the Sexual Violence and Misconductpolicy (E2.9), the goal of theeducation plan is to
provide education, training and awareness to the College Community in order to:
f Increase the amount and quality of information and education to prevent sexual violence;
f Reduce trauma for people who have been hurt;

Capital Assets

Purchased capital assets are recorded at cost and amortization expense is recorded in the Capital Asset
Fund.

Amortization is provided over the assets' estimated useful lives as follows:

» Computers 3 years straight-line
« Office equipment 20% per year, declining basis
+ Other equipment 20% per year, declining basis

Amortization for equipment acquired during the year is recorded at one-half of the indicated rates.

College.
